CLARIFYING THE ROLES BETWEEN
COUNTY AND CITY GOVERNMENTS

Montgomery County
Sheriff's Office (MCSO)

The MCSO was established in 1796
along with the Sheriff's Office and first
Sheriff. They are responsible for
protecting life and property, providing
citizens with law enforcement
services. Their office has 327 deputies,
and 44 professional staff that make up
the MCSO.

MCSO is under the leadership of the
Sheriff who is also the Chief law-
enforcement officer of the county. The
office supports and augments other
law enforcement agencies. MCSO is
made up of the following bureaus;
Professional Standards, Detention,
Investigative Courts Services and
Uniform Patrols which covers the
Patrol and School Resource Officer
Divisions.

The County Jail is under the authority
of the Sheriff. The Sheriff's Office has
enforcement authority in and outside
the incorporated areas of
Montgomery County.

Sheriff

Responsibilities include:

e Attending courts in the county
when in session and provides
security, custody and care of jurors.

e The execution and return of all civil
process and orders of the court
according to law, the execution
and return of all writs, delinquent
taxes, and other processes legally
issued, and the levying of all
executions delivered to the office of
Sheriff.

e Keeper of the county jail.

The Sheriff is elected for a term of four
years and may succeed himself. There
are no term limits.

Clarksville Police
Department (CPD)

The CPD, established in 1794, has
more than 300 officers, and 70 staff
and dispatch members responsible for
providing an array of law enforcement
services within the City limits.

CPD is made up of the following
divisions and units; Patrol, Traffic and
Parks, Criminal Investigations, Special
Victims Unit with domestic violence
victim assistants, Special Operations
(Homicide, Canine and Drug Agents),
Community Relations Unit, Juvenile
Engagement Team and Dispatch.

Chief of Police

The chief of police is the chief
executive officer of the Clarksville
Police Department. This position is
appointed by the City Mayor.
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
