Montgomery County Veterans
Treatment Court (MCVTC) is the
first and the largest veterans
treatment court in the state of
Tennessee. The program is a
hybrid drug and mental health
court created to provide
judicially monitored treatment
to veterans in the criminal
justice system struggling with
substance addiction, serious
mental health disease, and/or
co-occurring disorders.

The court’s objective is to

provide veterans with

substance abuse and mental —e—
health treatment services, —
coupled with ‘ S—
academic/vocational skills . /
advancement while actively —_—
assisting with residential,

outpatient, and/or transitional

services leading to job

placement and job retention.

MCVTC offers a specialized
treatment program with the
ultimate goal that treatment
court participants become
productive citizens with the
tools and support to lead a
healthy lifestyle.

There are no costs associated
with the program and personal
attorneys must approve
eligibility. At the completion of
the program, participants may
be eligible to have their charges
dismissed, rolled, or reduced.
